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Article 1 
The Guidelines are established according to Article 28 of the University Act, Article 25 the Enforcement Rules of the University Act as well as Article 4 of the Degree Conferral Law. 

Article 2 
Undergraduate students from each department who have completed the courses of the first school year may apply for other courses of a different nature as double majors for his/her study from the sophomore year until the first semester of the maximum year of study (exclusive of the extension of the study period).Only one department can be selected for each time and are not allowed to apply for taking minors at the same time. Those who have been approved to select double majors are not allowed to reapply.
Article 3 
Transferred students may apply for other courses of a different nature as double majors for his/her study from the academic year next to the one in which he/she has finished the course of one academic year. Transferred undergraduate students who pursued a double major in their previous university shall re-apply for double major eligibility in National Chung Cheng University according to the preceding paragraph.
Article 4 
Students of the University who have taken any minor study for one academic year may apply to Office of Academic Affairs for changing their minor study to one of the double majors from the next academic year after agreed by chair of the first and second-major departments and Deans of the various Colleges and Research Centers concerned as well as Dean of Academic Affairs for consent.
Article 5 
Students who want to pursue a double major shall submit the application within the calendar of the university. The application shall be sent to Dean of Academic Affairs for approval after agreed by the Chairs of the first and second-major departments.
Article 6 
Students who take double major studies must finish the obligatory courses of the original major with the minimum credits needed for graduation as well as all specialized obligatory courses and required credits of the second major. Otherwise, the student will not graduate with double major studies.

       
For the specialized obligatory courses of the original and second majors that have the same nature, the department of the second major may determine whether the course and its credits of the original major can be transferred to the course and credits of the second major. For those that cannot be transferred, the department of the second major shall specify alternative courses to make up the lacking credits and submit a written report to Office of Academic Affairs for reference.
Article 7 
Students who select a second major and are restricted by the order for completing the specialized obligatory courses shall comply with the rules.
Article 8  
For a student who takes double major studies, the grade of each academic year is calculated by combining the courses and credits of the original and second majors and reported on the transcript of each academic year issued by the first major department according to the academic policies of the university. 

Article 9 
Double major students who are unable to complete the credits for all obligatory courses of a second major shall be allowed to withdraw from the second major study after agreed by the Chair of a second major department and reported to Office of Academic Affairs for reference through the dean of relevant college.

        
The said students may declare withdrawal from the double-major study before December 30 for the first semester and before May 30 for the second semester, but the following are exceptions.

1. Those who have passed Graduate Entrance and are considered nominators shall submit application within five working days from the next day after receiving definite replacement admission notice. 

2. Those who do not pass double major courses and fail to obtain both academic graduate qualifications shall submit application within five working days from the next day after the failing grade of minor courses are announced online.

3. Those who submit relevant proof and are approved by the Office of Academic Affairs because of other special circumstances.

Article 10 
A double-major student who finishes all obligatory courses of the original     major within the specified period, but does not finish all obligatory courses of the second major with required credits is allowed to extend the schooling with two academic years. 
Article 11  
For a double-major student who does not finish all obligatory courses of the second major with required credits, he/she may graduate as a qualified minor student if the requirements of relevant regulation are met. 

           For double-major students who fail to acquire enough credits for either a second-major degree or a minor degree, the additional credit courses taken can be considered as credits toward graduation from their original program as long as the obligatory courses are related to their original field of study.
Article 12  
For a student who takes double major studies, he/she has to pay for the credis if the university must give additional lessons for the given period of study. A student who extends the study period for double major studies must pay for the credits less than 9 credits (incl.) or pay the full tuition and incidental fees for the credits more than 10 credits (incl.). 
Article 13  
For a double-major student who wants to transfer or drop out, the name of the second major will be noted in their transfer certificates or study certificates.

Article 14  
All English and Chinese transcripts, academic degree certificates and diplomas of the student who has fulfilled the graduation requirements of a double-major with required credits and grades shall be marked with the name of the departments of both original and second majors. 
Article 15  Double major students who meet withdrawal regulations due to failing credits but have acquired necessary credits for graduation from their first-major department during the extension period of the program are eligible for receiving a degree from their original major department but are not permitted to finish their double major study.

Article 16 
In areas where this Regulation is not adequate, the Student Study Regulation of this University applies.

Article 17 
These Rules and any amendments hereto shall be announced and implemented after approved by President and approved at Academic Affairs Meeting and submitted to the Ministry of Education for review. The same shall apply where these regulations are amended.
